On behalf of the residents and ratepayers of the Bela-Bela Local Municipality, I wish to extend my warm and hearty greetings to you for visiting our website. 
It is our pleasure to take you through the tour of our beautiful municipality, which continues to grow and attract thousands of local and international tourists and business.

We pride ourselves of being the holiday choice of many tourists, the majority of whom, have experienced the warmth and hospitality of our people as well as nature in the company of the Big Five and other world class attractions.

Here at the Local Municipality, we believe that no traveller worth his or her salt can claim to have travelled the world, if he or she has not been to this awesome place – a tourist paradise.  

Our Municipality is home to one of the world famous hot mineral water springs bubbling 22 000 litre per hour with a temperature of 53 °C.

Bela-Bela, a Northern-Sotho name for “Boiling-Boiling” owes its origin to these mineral springs which were discovered in the 1800’s by the local population.

The Natural hot water is rich in sodium chloride, calcium carbonate and other salts that have healing properties.

Our town remains the most popular health and holiday resort town in South Africa and a preferred destination for local and foreign tourists.
The area has pleasantly mild climate during the winter months and an average of 286 sunny days every year and adds to the popularity of the destination. 
During the summer the temperature range between 15, 7 °C to 29 °C during winter months the temperature ranges between 6, 7 °C to 24° C.

Geographically, our Municipality is strategically positioned in the Waterberg District Municipality of the Limpopo Province. We share borders with Gauteng, Mpumalanga and North West Provinces with population of close to 100 000.

The total municipal area (both urban and rural) is 4000 square km stretching about 93 KM east to west, 58 KM from north to south, with a corridor of 15 KM stretching eastwards to a place called Rust De Winter. 
The rural areas of Mabula, Radium, Pienaarsrivier, Rust De Winter and Settlers make up the outer boundaries of Bela-Bela municipal area.


Our municipality is less than100 Km away from the administrative capital of South Africa, Pretoria, 150 km from the OR Tambo Airport, and +-150 KM from Johannesburg, the latter which is the hub of Gauteng.


South Africa’s Famous National Route (N1) runs through the municipality and the Town’s main Central Business District (CBD) area is only 10km away from this major route. We are 174 km from the provincial capital Polokwane.

The Tourism industry however, remains the main economic driver of the Local Economy and by far, the largest contributor to the District’s GDP.  


The town, Bela-Bela, continue to be the central growth point of the Municipal area with potential for further economic growth and development

Currently there are about 80 officially recognized lodges, game reserves, holiday and retirement villages of world class standards.

One of the strategic objectives of our municipality is to turn Bela-Bela into a tourism hub of Limpopo province by consolidating the inroads made so far in the development of the local tourism sector as a flagship industry for the local economy.

With the growing investment into this sector, our municipality remains on course to achieve this objective by fast-tracking socio-economic investment in the sector, creating sustainable jobs for locals, diversify the industry through direct involvement of the local population particularly Historically Disadvantage Communities and SMME’s.

Business opportunities are abound here with many Gautengers opting to invest the rands in this progressive, safe and prosperous municipality.  

As the local municipality we are re-engineering our human and capital capacity to deliver service to this growing town, our residents and tourists faster and efficiently, roll our infrastructural development by expanding and upgrading roads, sewer and water plants.
